RE:  SPECIFICATIONS FOR SENIOR PORTRAITS 
 
 
Please note the following specifications for the senior portrait section of the 2009 
Yearbook: 

1. Photos should be in color or sepia 
2. NO hats, inappropriate clothing, cleavage, or inappropriate amount 

of skin showing (this includes tube top dresses). 
3. Head only or Head and shoulders shots are required, NO full body 

pictures (hands are allowed if that pose appeals to you.) 
4. NO large props in the foreground, including large animals and 

machines. 
5. Portraits must be vertical. 
6. Head size within photo must be 1 ½ inch. 
7. Hard copy print size must be 2 ⅝ by 3 ¼ inches (wallet size). 
8. Digital photos may be submitted, 300 dpi minimum; in jpeg digital 

format on a disk. 
9. Solid color backgrounds are recommended; no “wild” backgrounds. 
10. Photos maybe submitted in either hard copy or on a digital disk.   

 
Please note: all photos are subject to the approval of the staff and advisors. 
 
Many professional photographers will submit your portrait for you.  Please keep 
tabs on making sure that they send it in prior to the deadline to ensure that you 
will be featured in the yearbook.  If you have any difficulties getting your photos 
taken, please see Mrs. Barbis or Mrs. Tagliaferri well in advance of the deadline. 
 
DEADLINE:  Friday, October 10, 2008 
 
Pictures submitted after this date will not be featured in the 
yearbook.  Sorry, there are no exceptions!
